With President

George Glance

spearheading the

effort, KB Home,

its vendors and suppliers began work

in June 2006 on a second Harbor

House safe shelter. What began as a

5,000-square-foot plan soon 

expanded to 7,500 square feet, but

KB Home didn’t hesitate. Instead,

the company rallied support from

employees and more than 

40 vendors.

KB Home agreed to donate 

everything from site development,

construction material and labor to

appliances and landscaping. This

commitment amounts to a 

$2-million donation.

This new facility will include room

for 48 women and children, a private

telephone room, counseling center,

great room with

children’s play

area, dining room,

large kitchen and

pantry. 

“As soon as we

heard about this

need from Mayor

Crotty, we 

committed to

building the shelter, and we made it

our priority,” explains Glance.

The new Harbor House shelter is

just the first of three phases of

Harbor House’s long-range master

plan. Long-term plans include a

2,500-square-foot advocacy 

building, an additional shelter, child

recreation center and playground as

well as a storage facility, parking area

and administrative building. The

timetable for the remaining phases is

dependent on support and donations

from generous community partners,

like KB Home.

The abuse

didn’t begin until after they were

married. The first time, Ann Marie’s

husband knocked her unconscious,

breaking her jaw in the process.

When she woke up, her son was wiping

blood off her face. The next time,

her husband tore off her clothes,

locking her outside . . . naked. Her

son let her in and gave her clothes to

wear. Yet another time, her husband

burned her with a cigarette. 

The physical and verbal abuse was

agonizing . . . and relentless. Still

Ann Marie stayed — trying to hold

together the tattered remnants of a

family in crisis. Until the

unthinkable happened: Her husband

turned on her children —

an act far more 

painful than her

once-broken jaw,

bruised arms or black

eyes. But, an act that

gave her the courage

to leave. That very day,

she went to the

courthouse and filed an

injunction. 

Ann Marie soon

learned that this wasn’t

the first time her children had been

abused. They, like she, had lived in

quiet terror. Their father warned

them not to say anything . . . and

threatened to harm their mother if

they did. So, they remained silent.

For the next year-and-a-half, Ann

Marie and her two children lived in a

hotel, barely making ends meet. “It

wasn’t easy, but I did what I had to

do,” she recalls.

During that time, she was

introduced to Holly, a Harbor House

outreach advocate who provided

support, counseling and advice . . .

and was “always willing to listen.”

Harbor House helped put food on

the table and even gave Ann Marie’s 

children a modest Christmas.

“Harbor House has been

wonderful to us,” Ann Marie says. “I

just can’t say enough about them . . .

especially Holly. She saved me many,

many times.”

Today, Ann Marie is focused on

putting her life — and her children’s

lives — back together. “I hope

they’ve learned from this. They know

this isn’t right,” she explains. “My

son promises he’ll never hit a girl.”

Ann Marie has plans of her own.

Formally a medical student, she’s

working on getting back into school

to finish her degree. After 

graduation, she wants to work as a

physician’s assistant and take

night courses to be a forensic 

scientist. 

It’s been a long road, but

Ann Marie and her

children are slowly making

progress. Acknowledging

Harbor House’s role in

helping her family start

the healing process, she

says gratefully, “Harbor

House is willing to

stand by you.”
